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We know that St. Patrick’s Day is celebrated on March 17". We know St. Patrick is a saint closely associated
with Ireland. If you grew up in the Syracuse area, perhaps you believe, like many who live around here, that St.
Patrick’s Day is one of the major holidays of the year! But, what else do we know about this St. Patrick?

St. Patrick, although he is known as the “apostle of the Irish”, was actually born in Britain in the mid-to late 5"
century. (Details about the chronology of his life are debated.) At the age of 16, he was captured by Irish pirates and
taken to Ireland to work as a shepherd. During his six years in exile, Patrick experienced a tremendous closeness to
God; he felt called to escape his life of slavery, and made his way back to Britain. Patrick continued to feel led and
protected by God and dedicated himself to learning and study. He entered the ministry and returned to Ireland as a
missionary. He spent the rest of his life in Ireland spreading the Gospel of Christ among the people of his new land.

What made Patrick’s ministry among the Irish people so special was that he met the people of Ireland where
they were. He introduced Christianity to them, but he didn’t berate them for their old beliefs and customs. Instead,
he helped the people of Ireland to infuse the two together into a wonderful spiritual heritage.

The Christian Church has a mixed history with our efforts at evangelism and missionary work. There are
some missionary models that enforce Christianity on people with the force of brute colonialism, seeking to erase all
vestiges of former beliefs and customs. Patrick’s ministry was different.

Although his critics sited his lack of education and finesse, the people of Ireland loved him and it was through
building relationships that he spread the Good News of the Gospel throughout the land. The spirituality of Ireland is
now known for its integration of its ancient Celtic (and pagan) tradition and it’s abiding Christian faithfulness. What
has emerged is a spirituality that embodies the poetry, love of story, and connection with nature that comes from its
ancient roots as well as a deep rooting in the Holy Trinity and the Gospel message.

What can we learn from Ireland’s patron saint? As we walk through our lives, perhaps we can hold fast to
Patrick’s example (and Jesus’ for that matter...) of meeting people where they are, with out the need to change them;
learning from others and valuing where they’ve come from. Perhaps we, in our own time and place, can value
building relationships, as Patrick did. And in our own corner of the world, and in our own ways, may we be
strengthened to spread the Good News that God loves us and is redeeming the world.

PARKING LOTS AND EVANGELISM




Parking lots are simple, yet essential features of our lives today. More than just a place to leave your car for a
while, lots of cars in the parking lot at a restaurant or shop make you want to go in and see what’s going on. Is the
same is true for church? Can you judge a church by its parking lot?

Recall in your imagination the Presbyterian Church in Liverpool. Nicely situated on the corner, set back from
the street, and surrounded on two sides — visible to the Rt. 57 and Morgan Road — by parking lot. On Sunday
mornings, the lot is full. The Methodist Church that faces Rt. 57 has a huge parking lot visible from Vine Street. On
Sundays the lot is full, and on most other days there are a fair number of cars in the lot. The Lutheran Church on Vine
Street has parking right in front, visible from Vine Street. Lots of cars there on Sunday. The perception is of a place
where, if you were looking for a place to go on Sunday, denomination notwithstanding, you might want to try any of
those churches.

At St. Matthew’s we’ve done a number of things in recent years to make our building more visible and
inviting: a lovely new cross over the door; a bright message banner hanging on the front; lighting that accents the
front of the building; and a beautiful brightly lit sign by the street. Still, when there’s something going on, there are
few or no cars visible in the parking lot. On the Saturday that we made dinner at the Samaritan Center, | went to load
up my car with the food. There were only one or two cars parked on the side of the building. I went around back by
the kitchen, and the lot was almost full because of the blood drive. It looked like a happening place!

Often on Sunday mornings, there will be a few cars on the side, and the back will be full. That doesn’t make it
look very enticing. For the Community Eucharists, with a full lot in the back, it looks like nobody’s home. For fish
dinners, people may wonder if they’re at the right place.

One of the dictionary definitions of evangelism is “the spreading of Christianity, especially through the
activities of evangelists.” | believe we all can spread Christianity by parking where people can see that our church is a
fun, interesting, intriguing place to be.

Do your part for evangelism: Consider parking on the side — where your car will be visible from Vine Street —
until that area is full. Let’s see what happens!

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St. Patrick’s Breastplate




This poem invokes God's protection on a journey (either literal or
the metaphorical "journey of life') against all manner of evils,
including "the spells of women and smiths and druids". It dates
from the 8th century and is traditionally attributed to St. Patrick.
It is composed in the same style as pagan protection charms from
Ireland, but with clearly Christian content. It was translated into
English by Cecil Frances Alexander as the popular Victorian
hymn "I bind unto myself to—day"u.

I bind unto myself today

The strong name of the Trinity,
By invocation of the same,
The Three in One and One in Three.

I bind this day to me for ever,

By power of faith, Christ's Incarnation;
His baptism in the Jordan River;

His death on cross for my salvation,;
His bursting from the spiced tomb;

His riding up the heavenly way;

His coming at the day of doom;

I bind unto myself today.

I bind unto myself the power

Of the great love of the Cherubim,;

The sweet 'Well done' in judgment hour;
The service of the Seraphim,

Confessors' faith, Apostles' word,

The Patriarchs' prayers, the Prophets' scrolls,
All good deeds done unto the Lord,

And purity of virgin souls.

I bind unto myself today

The virtues of the starlit heaven,

The glorious sun's life-giving ray,

The whiteness of the moon at even,

The flashing of the lightning free,

The whirling wind's tempestuous shocks,
The stable earth, the deep salt sea,
Around the old eternal rocks.

I bind unto myself today

The power of God to hold and lead,
His eye to watch, His might to stay,
His ear to hearken to my need.

The wisdom of my God to teach,

His hand to guide, his shield to ward,
The word of God to give me speech,
His heavenly host to be my guard.

Against the demon snares of sin,
The vice that gives temptation force,
The natural lusts that war within,
The hostile men that mar my course;
Or few or many, far or nigh,

In every place and in all hours
Against their fierce hostility,

I bind to me these holy powers.

Against all Satan's spells and wiles,
Against false words of heresy,

Against the knowledge that defiles,
Against the heart's idolatry,

Against the wizard's evil craft,

Against the death-wound and the burning
The choking wave and the poisoned shaft,
Protect me, Christ, till thy returning.

Christ be with me, Christ within me,
Christ behind me, Christ before me,
Christ beside me, Christ to win me,
Christ to comfort and restore me,
Christ beneath me, Christ above me,
Christ in quiet, Christ in danger,
Christ in hearts of all that love me,
Christ in mouth of friend and stranger.

I bind unto myself the name,

The strong name of the Trinity;

By invocation of the same.

The Three in One, and One in Three,
Of whom all nature hath creation,
Eternal Father, Spirit, Word:

Praise to the Lord of my salvation,
salvation is of Christ the Lord.

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SOUND BITES

KNEELING: Inthe Old Testament, kneeling was a posture of prayer. King Solomon
knelt to pray (1 Kings 8:54; 2 Chronicles 6:13); likewise Ezra (Ezra 9:5) and Daniel (Daniel
6:10). Kneeling was a posture of submission to God (Isaiah 45:23; Romans 14:11) or to a false
god (1 Kings 19:18). Old Testament people knelt before those whom they acknowledged as a
master, e.g. Elijah (2 Kings 1:13). Hence Psalm 95:6, “Come, let us bow down, and bend the
knee, and kneel before the Lord our Maker.”

In the New Testament, people continued to kneel to pray, e.g. Stephen (Acts 7:60), Peter
(Acts 9:40), Luke (Acts 21:5) and Paul (Acts 20:36; Ephesians 3:14). These early Christians
followed the example of Jesus, who knelt to pray to his Father (Luke 22:41). In the New
Testament, people knelt before Jesus when they acknowledged him as their master (e.g. Matthew
8:2, 9:18; 15:25; 17:14; 20:20).

There is evidence that people in the early church both stood and knelt to pray in

congregational worship.

Congregational kneeling became the norm in the medieval church because the people were left to their own
private prayer during the liturgy and the posture of kneeling seemed appropriate. Kneeling to receive Holy
Communion was also the norm at the time of the English Reformation. There was fierce Puritan opposition to this
practice on the grounds that it accorded too much deference to mere things, e.g. the bread and wine. The American
prayer book provides no directions as to the proper posture for receiving Holy Communion. The piety which requires
kneeling remains part of American Episcopal custom, expressed by Hymn 325, “Let us break bread together on our
knees.”

The old direction, “kneel to pray, stand to praise and sit to listen,” was never entirely reliable as a direction for
Episcopal posture in worship. An old English canon directed that during prayer “all manner of persons then present
shall reverently kneel upon their knees.” English liturgist Percy Dearmer counseled “When in doubt as to the attitude
for prayer, let the priest stand and the people kneel.”

The American Book of Common Prayer provides very few rubrics which direct the posture of priest or people.
This silence permits great flexibility in local and/or seasonal usages. People who normally kneel to receive
communion are free to stand during the Great Fifty Days of Easter or when the sacrament is distributed at stations.

Kneeling continues to express humility and penitence. Thus the confession of sin is said kneeling in both the
Daily Office and the Holy Eucharist. The Great Litany may be sung or said “kneeling, standing or in procession,”
there being historical warrant for all three.
